The Town of Speedway

The small town of Speedway, Indiana is known
worldwide as a “destination location.” Nearly 12,500
residents call Speedway home, but it attracts millions
of visitors annually. Speedway houses Indianapolis
Motor Speedway (IMS) and is dubbed the Racing
Capital of the World.

Speedway’s rich history dates back 100 years, when
IMS opened. The Town of Speedway was officially
incorporated on July 14, 1926. From the very
beginning, the town was shaped with racing and
innovation at the epicenter of its vision. Using asphalt
paved roads and garages in place of the traditional
carriage house, the Town of Speedway’s culture
centered on the automobile and accommodating

its modern advances. \While racing is at the heart

of Speedway, the residents hold a strong sense of
community and the businesses continue the tradition
and values instilled by Speedway’s founders.

Carl Fisher, one of Speedway’s four founders,
envisioned the town as the first “horseless city.”
Speedway was developed as a well-planned and
comfortable city that would help balance the
industrial areas being created near the track. The
initial population of Speedway was 507, but it quickly
grew and tripled in just four short years. Speedway
maintains a slightly slower pace, evoking the feeling
of a small town, even though it sits on the doorstep
of Indiana’s largest metropolis and the 13th largest
city in the United States.

The town is a separate government unit within
Indianapoalis. It has its own town council, police
department, fire department, street department,
parks and recreation department, water and
wastewater utilities, school system and public library.

Staying true to its roots, Speedway is still looking to
the future by championing a plan to redevelop two
areas totalling 700 acres for multi-use property
including new office, retail, entertainment and
residential development. In a few short years,
Speedway will see an increase in the overall quality
of life it offers to its residents.
